


MINUTES OF LITTLE LUMLEY PARISH COUNCIL
Thursday 14th April 2022, Fencehouses Community Centre, 6.30pm 

Present: Cllr T Harland (Chair), Cllr S Oliver, Cllr T Robson, Cllr C Hough, Cllr D Secker, Cllr A Wiegand, G Oliver (Clerk)

1. Chairmans Introduction/Apologies for absence 
Cllr Harland welcomed everyone to the meeting with apologies recorded from Cllr G Armstrong. Apologies were also received from DCC Councillors Cllr A Bell and Cllr P Heaviside.  

2. Approve & sign the minutes of the last meeting (Thu 10th March 2022)
Minutes from the March meeting, were agreed unanimously by all councillors present and were signed off by Cllr Harland.
 
3. Declarations of interest: 
No declarations of interests from councillors were declared.  

4. Matters Arising from previous meeting: 
Actions had been cleared or were in progress. It had been agreed that SSAA would attend the May meeting. Joy Allens office had been contacted with a view to attending a future LLPC meeting. 

5. Matters for Discussion:-
a. Noticeboard and Microwave for Community Centre – Cllr Hough advised a request had been received which had been shared via e-mail from Georgina at the Community Centre to ask if LLPC would support the purchase of a microwave @ £119 and an exterior lockable noticeboard @ £230 for community use. The council discussed and how it would also be useful for them to put information into the noticeboard. It was proposed by Cllr Hough that we support the Centre and provide the £349 funding, which was seconded by Cllr Oliver and agreed unanimously. 
 
b. Care and maintenance of seating at miners memorial – Cllr Secker discussed maintenance of the miners memorial, where he identified some rust. Action: Cllr Wiegand advised he would get someone to look at the seat and report back to council on suggestions made. 

c. Repair to gravel footpath in Bill Forth Park – Cllr Secker advised that the gravel path in Bill Forth park had some vegetation growth and timber edgings that were starting to decay. Cllr Harland explained that Berrimans Trust did not allow for a path to be put in and any work would likely be too expensive, especially for the area concerned which is not largely used. Action: Cllr Secker and Cllr Hough will meet and take pictures of the area and report back to the council, and we when DCC councillors present we can discuss if there are any options. 

6. Police Liaison 
a. Police Report – Cllr Robson provided an update after talking to local police. There had been recent incidents noted and reported of men trying car handles in Chillingham Drive and Woodstone Terrace that were caught on CCTV. Councillors were asked to be vigilant in the area. 
Action: Clerk to contact Lee Morris, after further resident complaints and ask for more Police presence in area. It was agreed it maybe useful to consider a Division wide approach as well, with recent incidents across the Division. 

7. County Councillor Report 
a. Cllr Bell and Cllr Heaviside (DCC)  were unable to attend the meeting and therefore no update could be given. 

8. Accounts & Finance 
a. The following accounts were agreed and approved by LLPC and signed off by Cllr Harland:-

Fencehouses Community Centre – Microwave/Noticeboard Donation - £349
b. AGAR process update for 21/22 – G Oliver updated that the paperwork for the annual accounting process had now been received, with sign off and paperwork due back to the Local Councils by 30 June 2022. 

9. Correspondence: 
The council reviewed a mail from Cllr Bell about a Tree causing obstruction, but has electric cables in the vicinity. Action: Cllr Secker will contact the National Power Grid and ask for advice. 
The council were advised that DCC are also dealing with a compliant from a resident outside of the Parish. 

10. Questions to the Chairman 
a. An opportunity for the councillors to raise any additional updates – Cllr Oliver mentioned that Parking at Sydney Street for residents was becoming more problematic, and said he would ask on behalf of a resident whether any residents only bays could be an option. The council discussed and agreed that there only has to be a right of access and that no one has any specific rights to parking on a street. 
Cllr Hough updated that Tom Curry, who cut the grass in front of the fence at the miners memorial, which was done voluntary last year, would need to start charging. Cllr Hough advised that to cut the grass 16 times a year, as recommended by Tom, would be £160, at £10 each cut. A suggestion was made whether changing from grass to gravel could also be an option behind the memorial. 
Action: Cllr Hough and Cllr Secker to meet and discuss options and report back. 
Cllr Secker advised that the fence that bounds the car park at community centre, looks in a dangerous position. 
Action: Clerk to contact community centre/community wardens. 
b. Public session, at the discretion of the Chairman – no public attended . 
c. Private discussion item – A report from Cllr Secker was provided on Sydney Street Allotments from Cllr Secker
