


MINUTES OF LITTLE LUMLEY PARISH COUNCIL
Thursday 9th June 2022, Fencehouses Community Centre, 6.30pm 

Present: Cllr T Harland (Chair), Cllr S Oliver, Cllr T Robson, Cllr C Hough, Cllr D Secker, Cllr A Wiegand, Cllr Heaviside (DCC), G Oliver (Clerk)

1. Chairmans Introduction/Apologies for absence 
Cllr Harland welcomed everyone to the meeting. Cllr Bell and Cllr Armstrong were unable to attend.    

2. Approve & sign the minutes of the last meeting (Thu 12th May 2022)
Minutes from the May meeting, were agreed unanimously by all councillors present and were signed off by Cllr Harland.
 
3. Declarations of interest: 
No declarations of interests from councillors were declared.  

4. Matters Arising from previous meeting: 
a. Cllr Secker advised that the miners memorial fence had now been moved back, allowing council lawnmowers to have sufficient access at a cost of £290. An alpine arrangement will also be developed in front of the memorial over the summer.

b. The clerk is in communication with James Young to arrange a suitable date for the visit to Bill Forth Park. James had advised he has a particularly busy time ahead with projects, with limited availability, but collectively a date will be arranged as soon as possible. 

c. Cllr Oliver advised that the paths had been cleared between Woodstone Village and Lumley Thicks, with thanks passed onto Cllr Bell by all the council for organising so quickly. Cllr Oliver asked whether the bench along that stretch had been reviewed for replacement. Cllr Heaviside advised it had been reported to DCC and would check for an update. 

d. Cllr Hough advised that Leamside will be completing the summer planting in all the councils planters over the next few days. 


5. Matters for Discussion:-
a) Budget and Priorities for the Year Ahead – Cllr Wiegand discussed priorities for the council for the forthcoming 12 months and reviewed previous priorities, which included the building of the memorial and purchasing equipment to make improvements to Bill Forth Park. The council acknowledged that there was limited money each year available but discussed the option to sell the land we currently collect in as annual income for ground rents to do more and especially after surveying current owners, with many interested in this option. After discussion, it was agreed to consider this option and establish value/costs before considering further proceedings. 

Action: Clerk to make contact with valuers over summer period and get quotes on value of land/costs to proceed

Cllr Hough suggested we may also want to consider investing in a website building company to re-do/re-launch the website, with the council noting that as a possible option for consideration.     

6. Police Liaison 
a. Police Report – Cllr Robson advised there has been issues with individuals targeting commercial vans or sheds and advised everyone to keep vigilant. The clerk advised on response from Inspector Lee Morris, and agreed to liase further and see if we could get Lee to attend a future meeting with the Parish.

7. County Councillor Report 
a. Cllr Heaviside (DCC)  advised he was chasing up a survey for a possible school crossing somewhere between the Scout Hall and the Deli. 

8. Accounts & Finance 
a. Formal AGAR sign off – all AGAR paperwork was presented and signed off and agreed by the council, following the auditor review. The clerk will now submit the paperwork prior to the 30 June deadline and publish the relevant documents on line alongside an income/expenditure sheet.
