




MINUTES OF THE LITTLE LUMLEY PARISH COUNCIL
THURSDAY 9th MAY 2024

1. Chairmans Introduction/Apologies for absence: 
Apologies were received from Cllr Morley and Cllr Armstrong. The 
Chair requested that all councillors must notify the clerk in advance if they are 
unable to attend.  

2. Approve & sign the minutes of the last meeting  
The minutes from 11th April were proposed as accurate after a spelling
amendment by Cllr Secker , seconded by Cllr Oliver and agreed by all.                                      

3. Declaration of interests: 
Cllr Secker declared a declarations of interests in relation to discussions on Sydney Street Allotments Association (SSAA). 

4. Matters Arising from previous meeting: 
G Oliver advised that she had confirmation the grant for Bill Forth Park had been paid into the councils bank account. 

Cllr Secker advised the work to dismantle and remove the garages along the Trod had taken place. Some of the contents could be recycled, a lot of it also went to a local Tip and Timber was passed onto a resident for their use. 

Sydney Street Allotment Association had a bill of £183.81 for fencing materials for the area around the removed garages. LLPC agreed to pay £150 towards this, which was proposed by Cllr Oliver, seconded by Cllr Hough. G Oliver will ask the secretary of SSAA to send an invoice for £150 and arrange payment via BACs. 

Cllr Secker advised Chirmarn was brilliant. G Oliver will write to Chirmarn to thank them for their work, with the workmen going over and beyond. 

Cllr Secker advised it would be good to invite the community warden to the next council meeting, to talk to the council about their role and how we can help each other. Cllr Secker will send G Oliver the contact details and G Oliver will invite the warden along. 

Cllr Secker had also had discussions with the Clean & Green team, and provided details of future meetings, advising they were also happy to cooperate and come to a future meeting. 

5. New Matters for Discussion:
a) Xmas Event/Grant – G Oliver advised that she had received an e-mail from Laura Sloan advising that DCC councillors have agreed to a Neighbourhood Budget application for 3 events across Bournmoor, Fencehouses and Great Lumley, with £350 awarded to each. 

At present there are no events planned within Fencehouses from the Parish Council perspective, but G Oliver will continue to liase to establish what the 3 events are. 	

6. Police Liaison 
Police Report – PCSO Dean Regan had advised on a speeding check in the
Village, resulting in several prosecutions or drivers attending speeding
Awareness courses from outside community centre. No real speeding issues were found along Gill Crescent North and South. Councillors did advise that although speeding checks done in daylight, the speeding along Gill Crescent North/South and Woodstone Terrace is more prevalent on an evening.    

7. County Councillor Report 
a. No update was received from Cllr Bell or Cllr Heaviside (DCC). Cllr Secker advised that he was aware charging posts for Fencehouses Community Centre were still awaited as Northern Power were way behind. Northern Power Grid had also left salt box on road after retarmacing. Cllr Secker will make contact to see if the salt box can be moved.
