5. Minutes of Last Meeting
Cllr Hendry proposed the minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 8th January 2026, to be a correct record, seconded by Cllr Thompson, all agreed and signed by Cllr Secker.
6. Matters Arising from Previous Meeting
6.1 Noticeboard – Now up on Scout fence, clerk will update it with Minutes & Agenda.
6.2 Clerk is waiting for dry ground to spray plot letters and numbers on ground for each plot. Letters will be sent out after spraying, so we can determine who has which plot for reference.
6.3 Clerk will send letter to chair & clerk to confirm not wanting pension.
6.4 Moved to section 16.
7. New Matters for Discussion
7.1 Move to section 16 for next agenda.
7.2 Cllr Secker took Cllr Hendry along to SSAA committee meeting. They currently have vacant plots, Cllr Heaviside (DCC) will share photo/banner of SSAA on West Rainton and Leamside Facebook page, along with Lumley resident’s page. SSAA are also short on committee members. They are a self-governing committee. Cllr has ongoing concerns about how SSAA treasurer is presenting financial documents when requested. However, if committee is happy, then that is okay. Treasurer failed to pay insurance after secretary had forwarded the information to pay it. Chairman has stepped down and V. Chair has stepped up to cover as Chair. Cllr Secker asked for clerk to get confirmation annually of insurance payments. Clerk has already done this. Payment has been confirmed for 2026. Cllr Hendry felt committee meeting was very disjointed and not well organised.
7.3 Cllr Thompson had been asked by a couple of people about bins. On DCC website it says about food waste bins etc. Cllr Heaviside (DCC) clarified that glass will go in with other recycling, green box will stop being collected, residents can keep them if they want. Food bins will be introduced, with an outdoor caddy and a small inside caddy. Think outdoor food caddy will be emptied weekly. From April trial of vapes and batteries will begin in certain areas, clear plastic bags will be left at the side of bins. All information is on DCC website. Most likely a sticker will be put on bins. It’s all currently in the planning process, between Spring and Summer, leaflet will be delivered with caddy. Sent email to Cllr Secker and Clerk regarding this subject.
8. Police Liaison
Cllr Thompson contacted PCSO Dean Reagan re: off-road bikes, he is waiting to get the drone up and also hoping to train someone else too.
9. County Councillor Report
Cllr Heaviside (DCC) put a report in for the back lane between Sydney Street and Gill Crescent North, as you can hardly get moved due to bin bags and parked cars. Cllr Secker was surprised by this as the community warden had been going round regularly.
Cllr Thompson noted builders rubbish at the back of Finchale Terrace. Cllr Secker stated it is on DCC land at the side of DCC allotments.
Cllr Heaviside (DCC) asked community warden last month to check on the old care home. Larna saw open window as Cllr Heaviside (DCC) arrived and they both witnessed two men jumping out. Police were called and one of them was wanted by the police. Larna has asked for it to be boarded up.
10. Environment and Community
10.1 Bill Forth Park – Cllr Secker zip line has been completely removed and contractors also removed the chopped-up Christmas Tree, thanks to contractors. Ninja Trail Grant oof £20,000 has been awarded. Ninja Trail equipment is currently being built.
10.2 Triangle Seat Update – Cllr Secker met with DCC and we would need approval from Woodlea School and all neighbours/residents, before getting approval from DCC. Cllr Hendry proposed we put seats in Bill Forth Park instead, around the Ninja Trail, seconded by Cllr Thompson. Siting of Ninja Trail to be agreed first.
10.3 Dog Fouling – Cllr Heaviside (DCC) people need to take photos and chare. Clerk to send email to Scott Lancaster and copy Larna in, as it has been going on for nearly 12 months now. Cllr Heaviside (DCC) has emailed Larna.
10.4 Cllr Sharples stated the de-fib is in brilliant working order and has sent the status check to the clerk.
